Supply List for the “Introduction to Color” by Louisa L. Smith
We are doing some color exercises and getting you started on your own color workbook.  More importantly we will discuss how and why it works!

Supplies:  

Loose-leaf notebook and page protectors  (The type where you can insert a whole sheet of paper)

Many pieces of pape (8 1/2 by 11”)computer paper is fine!!!

A glue stick (and your sewing machine if you like)

A color wheel (optional)

Some old magazines to cut up, women’s magazines are great.

Paper and fabric scissors. (Cutter, mat and ruler are optional)

A stapler with lots of staples (optional)

Small fabric scraps as many different colors and textures as you can come up with, please be prepared to share.  Try to bring great fabrics, not the ones you want to get rid of.  It is much better to learn color with current and good fabrics.

Bring 11 ½”by 5” pieces of black, muslin, gray and white fabrics.
Five (or more) 1 ½” strips of fabric from some of your favorite fabrics in your favorite colors.  Make sure they have a lot of color; do not choose plain or tone on tone fabrics.

Pick a color – and bring 2” squares as many as you can find from very light to very dark

To make this class successful in only one day, it would be vital to have a lot of fabric scraps on hand of as many different colors, prints, and textures.  We will make a pile of fabrics where we can pull scraps from.

(Some guilds find it helpful to assign a certain color to students, so that we will  have all the colors we need.  If someone likes blue then they tend to have a lot of blue scraps, get the picture?)
