Bargello Workshop Supply List—Saturday April 17, 2010

Learn the tricks of Bargello.  Lots of little pieces, but with good planning, is easy to do. Using Strip Piecing this technique class will cover the basics and I will explain design concepts so after this class you can create your own unique Bargello. Also we will “quilt as you go” if desired, so you can finish this piece in one step.
Basic Sewing Supply List

Machine, 1/4” foot, threads & Bobbins ( 1 filled to neutral to piecing colors, 1 to match backing )

SEAM RIPPER, Rotary ( suggest new blade) Cutter, 6” x 24” or large square ruler, mat.  Fresh needle, pins, scissors, Spray Starch, Basting Spray ( used only once during class can share) , extra cord, light, eye glasses, bigger format table to attach to your machine IF you have it.  Iron, and Ironing board  or mat ( shared), small 2’ x3 “ bulletin board/wall board or  1 yard plain fabric  for design layout, 
CHOOSE  Option 1 or Option 2 for class:
Option 1– Small Bargello Piece —Finish this in class….Size: 18.5” x 22.5”


Bring Basic Sewing Supply List.


Pattern provided.   ( I can have FQ packets/backing for at class time if pre-coordinated)


6 fat quarters.  Choose 5 mottled colors (read “solid”, not large prints) in one color gradation. Each color should “flow” into the next. The 6th FQ can be a  focus fabric from your color gradation or an additional gradation color you chose not to use. Ensure you like your lightest and darkest fabrics they will be “focus” design elements.

If you want to “quilt as you go” also bring: 

(NOTE: if you want bigger than 1” border you need bigger of following too)


20” x 25”  fusible poly or fleece batting ( I will have available to buy at class time)


20” x 25” grid interface. ( I will have available to buy at class time) 


20” x 25” backing fabric.
Option 2– Snowflake Jewels” - This is a large table piece or wall piece or can be used as a background to an scenic appliqué. Will not have time to finish in class. Size: 54 1/4” x 20”,  bring a  tub to layout your  pieces in.

( My sample is in browns, with brown leaves to be appliqued) 


Book Required:  “Beautiful Bargello by House of White Birches” ( 14.95)


Materials—For Blue Snowflake  pattern:  (pg 31)


1/8 yd white with silver metallic for appliqué ( for snowflakes) 


1/4 yd each 8 blue mottleds from lightest ( fabric 2) to darkest (fabric 9)


1/4 yd white tonal ( fabric 1)


5/8 yd yard navy mottled ( fabric 10)


gridded interface pellon product   60” x 20” 
 ( 1yd or buy 1 3/4 yd and split with a friend )


or for gridded 3/4 yard gridded flannel 


Batting 59” x 26” (  bigger is better at least 62” x 30” if taking to long-arm person)


Backing 59” x 26” ( bigger is better at least 62” x 30” if taking to long-arm person)


Neutral color  thread and white all-purpose thread


For Applique: 1/2 yd lightweight fusible web ( for appliqué  —probably won’t get to this in class


Extras for finishing  - blue quilt as in book (hot-fix crystals,, iridescent art glitter)
