If you have been saving strips of any size or have a Bali Pop you’ve been wondering how to use, Strip Tube Piecing is for you.

	Materials:

· 1 yard each of 3 contrasting colors (for 38” x 48” quilt).

· Rotary cutter & mat

· 6½” x 12” or longer ruler.  We will be making 4r5 degree cuts, so if you have a special ruler, bring that too.

· Sewing Machine + extension cord

· Thread to coordinate with your fabrics or a neutral color. Straight pins, seam ripper, extra sewing machine needle.

· You may use strips that you have on hand or Bali Pops.  You will also need some fabric to make strips that are about 4½” wide, BUT ANY WIDTH STRIPS CAN BE USED.  In the sample pictured Peggy used 2” strips.  You may make a quilt with 12 blocks (shown) or you may use 3 or four blocks for a table runner.

· Luncheon Sized Napkins – 1 yard each of 2 different coordinating fabrics for 8 napkins

· Dinner Sized Napkins – 1 ¼ yard each of 2 different coordinating fabrics for 8 napkins

· Pencil, scissors, iron, pins

· Freezer Paper

· Sewing Machine.  It is helpful to use a walking foot for top stitching, but not absolutely necessary.


	Celtic Knot Appliqué

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	· Plain background fabric

· Contrasting fabric that “reads” as a solid for appliquéd Celtic knot.

· Thread to match either the background or the appliqué.

· Needles

· Marking Pencil
· Mini iron  ~ if you have one

· Personal ironing surface ~ if you have one

· Small sharp scissors

· Sewing Machine if you plan to do your appliqué by machine.  Machine appliqué will be demonstrated and you may want to do this part of the work later at home.

· Rotary Cutter, Mat, Basic Sewing Supplies
