Pattern:  Mexican Stars from Southwind Designs 
Fabric:

1 ½ yards
Background fabric 

¼ yard

medium fabric for stars

½ yard

dark fabric for stars 

(the dark and medium fabrics should be from the same color family such as dark and medium blue, dark and medium red, or dark and medium pink)


1/3 yard
fabric for sashing between stars


1/8 yard
zinger fabric (should contrast with your fabric for the stars)
We will not get to the backing and binding but you will need to purchase ½ yard fabric for binding and 1 yard fabric for backing

Other supplies:


· Sewing Machine in good working order
· Thread

· Rotary Cutter & cutting mat
· Rulers

· Straight Pins

· Scissors

· Seam Ripper (hopefully you will not need to use it)

· Needles for hand sewing

· Thread to match background fabric

· Thread to match the dark star fabric
                    CUTTING INSTRUCTIONS FOR MEXICAN STARS

Strips are cut crosswise, selvage to selvage and are approximately 42” long.  Cut the strips listed in the left column.  Then, cut these strips into the pieces as listed in the right column.  Bring leftover strips and fabrics to class.

	3 – 3 ½” strips (one of these strips will be used for a strip set in class)

	2 – 1 ½” strips
	8 – 1 ½” x 4 ½” strips

4 – 1 ½” x 3 ½ strips

	4 – 3” strips
	48 – 3” squares (fold each square wrong sides together on the diagonal and press)


Medium star fabric:

2 – 1 ½” strips

Dark star fabric:
	3 – 1 ½” strips
	

	2 – 3 ½” strips
	

	1 – 2 ½” strip
	4 – 2 ½” squares

4 – 2” squares

4 – 1 ½” squares

Fold each of these squares on the diagonal and press




Zinger fabric:



1 – 1 ½” strip


9 – 1 ½” squares

Sashing fabric:
	4 – 1 ½” strips
	4 – 1 ½” x 9 ½” strips

28 – 1 ½ x 4 ½” strips
